Individual Treatment of Posttraumatic Stress Disorder Using Mantram Repetition: 
A Randomized Clinical Trial
Considerable interest focuses on the utility of mantram repetition therapy, a novel 
psychotherapeutic treatment for PTSD. The authors report new results from a randomized 
control trial comparing this treatment to present-centered therapy in more than 80 patients with 
PTSD. Results suggest that mantram-based treatment may exert greater e� ects than the other 
psychotherapy on symptoms of PTSD.

Predicting Suicide Attempts and Suicide Deaths Following Outpatient Visits Using 
Electronic Health Records
Advances in computer technology provide unusual opportunities to improve prediction for rare 
outcomes. The authors use these advances to derive a prediction algorithm for suicide-related 
behavior by drawing data from both self reported depressive symptoms and health-record 
information. The algorithm could inform clinicians trying to identify patients at highest risk for 
suicide-related behavior.
