Lower Availability of Mitochondrial Complex | in Anterior Cingulate Cortex in Autism:

A Positron Emission Tomography Study

Considerable research links autism spectrum disorders to mitochondrial dysfunction. This article
reports on a positron emission tomography study that adds to prior research. The authors utilized an
imaging ligand that binds to the mitochondrial electron transport chain complex in 47 adult males
to compare binding profiles in healthy people and patients with an autism spectrum disorder. The
findings may provide insights on a possible therapeutic target related to such dysfunction.
